3 days 2 nights – US$220.00

Pick up from Pattaya to Bangkok airport. 

Leave Bangkok for Chiangrai on TG 132.

Arrive in Chiangrai and transfer to the Dusit Island Resort hotel.


Drive around the city with a briefing of Chiangrai city. Visits to the local fresh-market area to see daily life of people, to the major temples of Chiangrai, Wat Phra Keow, Chiangrai’s most important shrine which once housed the Emerald Buddha, then continue to visit the private collection of northern textile made from gold.

Visit Phra Tat Doi Tung, the twin pagodas where it is believed the collarbone of the Lord Buddha is contained. Visit King’s mother palace and Mae Fah Luang garden. Lunch will be provided at a local restaurant. Proceed to the 13th-century town of Chiang Saen, which lies opposite Laos on  the Great Mae Khong River’s steep banks. Visit magnificent ruins and ancient temples in this timeless settlement, including the deserted Wat Pasak or Teak Forest Temple.

Take a river boat to the Golden Triangle where the borders of Thailand, Myanmar and Laos meet. A visit will be made at the Hall of Opium as well.

Khan Toke dinner at local restaurant.

Morning          American Breakfast at hotel.

Depart hotel for Doi Mae Salong. Visit Yao and Akha Hill tribe Villages en route to Kuomintang Yunnan Chinese Settlement. Savour the best Chinese Tea from the plantation and Chinese Yunnan lunch at the restaurant before returning to hotel.
