John Gray’s Phang Nga Hong by Starlight  

12:30hrs

Pick up from Sheraton Grande Laguna Phuket to Ao Po Jetty.

On arrival, board a modern twin-engine escort boat which carries the canoes, cruise from mainland to a chosen island where guests will board sea canoes (inflated kayaks), each accommodating 2 passengers and paddled by a guide. Thai-style light lunch, trip briefing and nature game are available along the way.

Arrive first on the island and explore 1-2 caves and hongs. Paddle the tidal zone by guided kayak and learn about the island.
