Exhibitors Hosting More Events to Provide More Networking Opportunities for 

IT&CMA and CTW 2005 Delegates
 

Singapore, 6 October 2005 – IT&CMA and CTW 2005 will kick off with a big bang this year with more exhibitors and sponsors spending more to organise events and promotions to host and entertain the thousands of international travel professionals expected to attend the show. 

 

Various destinations and convention bureaus appear optimistic about the future of the MICE industry as they increase their booth space and delegate participation and plan hospitality events in anticipation of the turnout and buying at the October show in Pattaya. The largest country pavilion at this year’s IT&CMA trade show belongs to host country Thailand, totaling 252sqm. Taiwan, who has been actively promoting its domestic MICE industry, has doubled its country pavilion size.  Hong Kong, with their new tourism campaign “2006 Discover Hong Kong Year” and the opening of Hong Kong Disneyland, has increased its country pavilion to create a bigger presence in the exhibition. Newcomer Cambodia is also making her debut at IT&CMA this year.

To give delegates a taste of golfing in one of Pattaya’s many championship-class golf courses, a friendly golf tournament will be organised at the Burapha Golf Club on 10 October 2005.

The opening ceremony and dinner of IT&CMA and CTW 2005, hosted by Thailand Convention and Exhibition Bureau (TCEB), is set in Alangkarn. The venue comprises of a 2,000 seat Thai modern-style theatre complete with pyrotechnic facilities, interactive presentations and a restaurant where delegates will enjoy live jazz and a sumptuous Thai and Oriental dinner in the outdoor area.

The popular ‘Sundowner Cocktail” concept is planned for the first time in the show and will be hosted by Taiwan External Trade Development Council (TAITRA). It is expected to draw buyers, travel managers and media delegates to an hour-long of early evening drinks and business talk at the Taiwan Pavilion at IT&CMA. 

Cambodia National Tourism Authority (CANTA), Hong Kong Tourism Board (HKTB), and Le Meridien Phuket Beach Resort will also be able to interact with buyers, corporate travel managers and media in exclusivity at their individual sponsored luncheons and dinners. These hosted functions serve as a platform for delegates to unwind and network in a conducive environment

Vibrant Hard Rock Hotel and classic Dusit Resort are also geared up to welcome all delegates at two late-night functions which they will be co-hosting with TTG Asia Media.  Themed “Rockin’ In Full 3D”, delegates will be Drinking, Dining and Dancing on the patio of the city’s most sought-after party venue – the Hard Rock Hotel and Café Pattaya. The highlight of Dusit’s “Parade of Stars” party is a show of zodiac readings foretelling each star sign for the year 2006.

The grand finale of IT&CMA and CTW 2005 is the annual “TTG Travel Awards 2005”. This prestigious gala event is held for the 16th time this year to recognise the Asia-Pacific travel industry's most outstanding organisations for their achievements and contributions. 

In what promises to be a truly eventful travel trade show, IT&CMA and CTW 2005 delegates can achieve their business goals while at the same time, experience first-hand the best of Asian hospitality and charm.
