In the name of the Boss Upstairs (Biography of Fr. Brennan)
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In 1970 a baby was left in the care of a Catholic priest named Father Ray Brennan who was living in the eastern Thai seaside resort of Pattaya.  Shortly after, another baby was left in his care… then another and another.  The Pattaya Orphanage was born.  Today the orphanage is home to 200 children.  The orphans are provided shelter, quality food, education and most importantly love.  The children are taken in regardless of their nationality or faith.

The children arrive for various reasons.  In certain cases the parents have died and the relations were too poor to care for the child or did not want the child.  Children are abandoned or the family need temporary assistance for their child to help them through a difficult time.

The children are aged from infant to young adult.  There is no set time for the children to leave the orphanage.  The children can stay as long as they want.  The children are encouraged to continue their education or learn a trade through vocational training.

In such a key tourist destination it does not bear thinking where these children would be now if not for the wonderful work of Father Brennan and his dedicated staff.  The Pattaya Orphanage offers the children protection and support.
