Combined MICEand businesstravel show improves upon last year'sfirst-ever Doublebill event

Singapore, 18 April 2005 - With Doublebill 2004 as a successful debut showcase of the
first-ever co-location of IT&CMA (Incentive Travel & Conventions, Meetings Asia) and
CTW (Corporate Travel World) Asia-Pacific last year, organiser TTG Asia Media is set
to bring the combined show to greater heights this year and further draw on the synergy
between the Business Travel and MICE (meetings, incentives, conventions and

New Changes to Programme

These new changes include:-
1. 2-day IT&CMA Exhibition and Fast-Track Conference - The IT&CMA
exhibition will be condensed into two days with the same number of pre-
scheduled appointments, thus enabling buyers and sellers to maximise their time

on the floor.

CTW conference delegates will be able to pack the pre-conference certification
and workshop programmes and the conference programme all within three days
and yet have time to visit the IT&CMA and CTW exhibition.

Themed "Inside the Fast Track", the jam-packed programme will supply
participants with the latest industry updates, new knowledge, skills certification
and networking opportunities, all at warp speed. It provides the optimal platform
for players in the BTMICE industry to put themselves in high gear, and be braced
for the challenges and opportunities that will come with the imminent boom in the
travel market, fuelled by rapid economic growth and a burgeoning trend towards

consolidation and outsourcing.

2. Certification Courses and Experiential Training for BTMICE Professionals -
Addressing the gap in the market for industry certification in this region, IT&CMA
and CTW will offer two different courses targeted at MICE professionals and
Corporate Travel Managers. MICE professionals will go through an interactive
and hands-on experiential training session for sales excellence. Built into the
two-day conference line-up, Corporate Travel Managers who attend a choice of
three sessions covering topics on Request-for-Proposal (RFP), contract
negotiation and travel managers’ best practices will receive special certificates

for these sessions.

3. CTW Table-Top Exhibition - The CTW Table-Top Exhibition will be a dedicated

session for Corporate Travel Managers and corporate travel suppliers to meet



and exchange business cards right on Day 1. This gives Corporate Travel
Managers time to attend the conference as well as visit the IT&CMA and CTW
exhibition over the next two days. Every appointment fulfilled during the CTW
Table-Top Exhibition will earn Corporate Travel Managers a stamp in the CTW

Passport, which qualifies for hosting for the following year.

. Business Appointments for Corporate Travel Managers - To provide
business opportunities between MICE sellers and Corporate Travel Managers,
pre-scheduled appointments will be made available to the latter through the
Online Diary system. For the first time, this allows Corporate Travel Managers to
pre-schedule up to 10 “CTW Business Appointments” with IT&CMA exhibitors
they wish to meet. Corporate Travel Managers will fulfill these appointments
during the time allotted to visit the exhibition. Every appointment fulfilled will earn

Corporate Travel Managers a stamp in the CTW Passport.

To qualify for the hosting programme in 2006, Corporate Travel Managers are
required to earn a total of 20 stamps in the CTW Passport, which they can do
during both the CTW Table-Top Exhibition with CTW exhibitors, as well as during
the CTW Business Appointments with IT&CMA exhibitors.

. Training and More Training

ICCA Workshop - ICCA (International Congress & Convention Association), who
has been endorsing IT&CMA since its inaugural show in 1993, will be holding its
ICCA CVB Workshop in conjunction with the event. A panel of distinguished
speakers, consisting of veterans heading up convention & visitors bureaus
around the world from Vienna to South Africa and Australia, will share with
participants valuable lessons on a variety of topics including successful sales,
management, branding, marketing support and strategic alliances.

39 Asia-Pacific Future Leaders Forum - Moving into its 3" year, the Asia-
Pacific Future Leaders Forum held in partnership with IMEX and TCEB (Thailand
Convention & Exhibition Bureau) will once again give university students in

Thailand the rare opportunity to learn from travel industry veterans. The success



of last year's half-day forum has prompted organisers to schedule a full-day

programme this year, with plans to incorporate outdoor experiential learning

activities.

New Venue - Pattaya, Thailand
